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Dear beloved’s of the Lord, 

When everyone was prophesying about 2008 being a year of new beginnings, God gave me a 
different word for this year. He spoke to my heart that this would be the year of “Upholding.” He 
gave me Isaiah 41:10 “Fear thou not, for I am with thee; be not dismayed, for I am thy God; 
I will strengthen thee; yea, I will help thee; yea, I will uphold thee with the right hand of 
my righteousness.” 

This year many in the body of Christ have seen the beginning of what Paul wrote to 

Timothy in his second letter. Listen to the warning this bond-servant of the Lord gave to his 
precious son in the Lord. 2nd Timothy chapter 3 verse 1: “And this know thou, that in the last 
days there shall come perilous times, for men shall be lovers of themselves, lovers of money, 
boasters, proud, evil-speakers, to parents disobedient, unthankful, unkind,  without natural 
affection, implacable, false accusers, incontinent, fierce, not lovers of those who are good,  
traitors, heady, lofty, lovers of pleasure more than lovers of God, having a form of piety, and 
its power having denied.” 

The word perilous in the Greek means: hard to deal with and hard to bear! This is surely what 
many in the Body of Christ are experiencing right now. Situations are arising that they could 
never imagine or expect. I have seen many precious saints of God begin to wonder what is 
happening to them and why?  With these very difficult circumstances in these precious ones 
lives, I hear a voice of the enemy trying to destroy the precious lives of these saints as well. It is 
the voice of the accuser of the brethren, Satan himself.

Many of the precious saints who are their 
friends are doing the “Job’s friends” thing with them. They tell the brother or sister, they must be 
doing something wrong, or there is great sin in their life. These accusations try to turn the blame

you.

There is an all assault against the very nature and character of God who is pure 100% 
love! He can be nothing else and He can give nothing less to us. 

The Lord tried to warn us at the beginning of the year that we would need to behold His 
UPHOLDING HANDS to make it through the year. Many believers have suffered heart break 
in their families, their finances, or worse. God’s ministers have faced difficulties with people in 
their churches, ministries, financial lack, sickness and a whole bunch of “stuff” that has caused 
many to question their call or even worse to totally give up. 

What is Satan’s intention with this assault? It is to get a believer to leave their trust and faith in 
the Lord.  He desires believers to turn away from God and shake their fist and curse Him and 
never trust God again. You would not think a strong believer in Christ would ever do it, but 
beloved, it is beginning to happen now. I have heard from many ministers and people in the Lord 
who just want to go home and be with the Lord. I watched our dearest friend desire that many 
years ago, and she did go home to be with him shortening her life greatly. She just could not take 
it anymore. 

I remember the day she went home with the Lord. She looked at me and said, “Henry, I can not 
take anymore, do you understand me?” “Do you understand what I am telling you? I can’t take 
not another day of living”. This precious saint was suffering from cancer, but that was not what 
she could not bear. She could not bear the turmoil that was happening in her own family. It was 
just too much for her to deal with anymore. 

It broke my our hearts to hear her speak like this, but that was just the beginning of the onslaught 
of these vicious lies Satan was to release upon the Body of Christ attacking the character and 
nature of God.

I know that they did not really mean that, but I could begin to 
sense the frustration and anger building in them because the pressure of the circumstances or cost 
of follow the Lord where He may lead. 
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I have, by the grace of God. helped some to turn from that way of thinking back to fully holding 
on their new born faith firmly to the end, but none of us our exempt when the trials and perilous 
times come. 

Beloved it is because 
His bride would need this word to endure all that may be coming her way. He knew we would 
need to see Him in a deeper and complete way then ever before to stand in faith in spite of all 
that would try to deter us.

For this cause the world knoweth us not, because it knew 
him not.  Beloved, now are we children of God, and it is not yet made manifest what we 
shall be. We know that, if he shall be manifested, we shall be like him; for we shall see him 
even as he is. And every one that hath this hope set on him purifieth himself, even as he is 
pure.”  

The amplified bible says this, “see what an incredible quality of love that God has  

bestowed upon us , that we should be called the children of God.” That is the absolute truth, 
God does love you!
